You are being assigned to a special group of cases with fewer reporting requirements.
The Redetermination will be either a form that is mailed to you to complete and mail
back in or, once a year, you will get a notice telling you to contact the office to
schedule an appointment with your caseworker.

What Changes Do | Need to Report to my Worker?

You need to report if your gross income before deductions is more than $1,245.00.
Report this change by the 10th day of the month after the month that income was more
than this amount.

What Else Do | Need to Know about this Process?

You must complete a Redetermination Application every 6 months. You will either be sent
the Form in the mail with a return envelope or you will be sent notice that your SNAP
benefits are expiring. If you are sent the form in the mail, complete it and return it
in the mail. If you receive a notice that your SNAP benefits are expiring, contact your
worker. They will schedule an appointment for you and send you a Redetermination
Application for you to complete and bring to your appointment.

You must complete a form even if you have no changes to report. When completing the
form, you must:

answer the questions,

sign and date the form,

attach pay stubs or other proof of earnings for the last 30 days,

return by the due date if you are mailing it back, or bring it to your scheduled
appointment.
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What Does DHS Do with the Information | Give?

We use the information you give us to determine the amount of your SNAP and/or TANF
benefits for the 6 months after the month your report form is due.

Phone System Interview - For some families, we offer another way to complete the Rede-
termination, the Phone System Interview. Phone System Interview information will be

mailed to those families. If they choose, they can call a toll free number to report
instead of completing and mailing the form or scheduling an appointment with their worker.

What Happens If You Do Not Complete the Redetermination Application or Use the Phone
System Interview? Your SNAP and/or TANF benefits will stop.
